
UMECRA ROOKIE AWARD 
 

Rookie Top Five Senior -- endurance and/or competitive divisions.  Participants shall nominate 
with the UMECRA points keeper.  Rookie points are based on one horse-one rider teams. A 
rookie rider is defined as a rider who has competed in not more than two (2) open events prior to 
the year of declaration of rookie status, in said division of nomination.  Participation in Limited 
Distance rides shall not disqualify a rider from participating as a rookie.  The horse and rider 
team must accrue at least 20 points competitive and 40 points endurance to be eligible.   
 
The points are calculated in the rookie division using the standard UMECRA points scale.  
Rookies compete against fellow nominated Rookies.  Example:  It’s possible to finish 6th 
place overall and first in the rookie division.   Points begin to accrue upon receipt of the 
nomination form.
