The Maplewood trails are mostly 2-track through hardwood
forests and rolling hills. Horse passes are required for those 16 years and older. Passes are available
anywhere MN hunting and fishing licenses are sold. $21/annual pass. $4/day passes are available at the
park. All Vet checks are in camp. In case of heavy rains, alternate trail will be marked.

Ride managers will only have 1-2 extra sites. Talk to your friends, campsites can be doubled up! See
map on back. There is a fee for each trailer that camps. Reservations can be made 90 days in advance.
