Directions to the Ride – Three tenth of mile west of address 5732 County Road T, Arena, WI. On Hwy T 
between Coon Rock Road and Hwy H. South side of road. 
Coming from South West – Hwy 151 from Dubuque, IA 
From Dubuque, IA travel north/west on Hwy 151 to Dodgeville, WI. At Dodgeville turn north on Hwy 23 for about 
16 miles. Turn right on County Rd T for about seven (7) miles. Ride camp (field) will be on the south side of the 
road. 
Coming from East-From the east - Interstate 90/94-I39  
Just north of Madison take Hwy 19 West through Waunakee to Hwy 12. Take Hwy 12 West to Hwy 78 just on east 
side of Sauk City. Take Hwy 78 South to Hwy 14. Take Hwy 14 West to County Rd H just on the east side of Spring 
Green. Take County Rd H South for about six (6) miles to County Rd. T. Take County Rd. T West for (1.5) mile 
Ride camp (field) will be on the south side of the road. 
Coming from Northwest -From the Northwest - Hwy 14 coming to Spring Green  
On the east side of Spring Green take County Rd H South for about six (6) miles to County Rd T. Take County Rd. 
T West for (1.5) mile. Ride camp (field) will be on the south side of the road.
