UMECRA’s Target for New Participants 
I’ve heard so many times over the years that children 
and teens grow distance riding.  And while having junior 
riders in our midst is certainly beneficial on a lot of 
levels, this group of riders do not grow UMECRA.  They 
participate, often very frequently.  But once they hit high 
school graduation and start the next step in their life, 
they often have to shed their equestrian habits for years.  
No all do this, but it happens to many.  Sometimes they 
return after college or kids, but not very often. 
 

Junior riders are not the bullseye of our target, but 
“middle-aged” women are.  I will leave it up to you to 
define “middle-aged,” but it is a BIG group.  They often 
have a little bit of money because they’ve been working 
awhile, a little bit of courage and confidence because 
they’ve been working awhile, and they want to try a new 
thing.  Why do we want to focus on this group?   
 

Speaking in broad strokes: 
#1 - They often bring their friends, family (including kids, 
spouses, siblings, grandchildren) and neighbors. 
#2 - They are adaptable and not set in their ways.  As 
you begin distance riding, it requires listening and 
learning; not just to the vets, but to your fellow riders and 
your equine. 
#3 - They are tenacious.  Lots of us have been through 
several setbacks, and know that we don’t “win” every 
time.  Sometimes winning is just getting through the day.  
Sometimes winning is WINNING or coming in before 
your friend.  Sometimes winning is knowing when to 
shut it down for the day, and giving it a try later.  
Sometimes winning is helping someone else succeed. 
 

Before I get crushed for saying these things, there are 
many people who have these traits of all ages and 
genders. UMECRA welcomes everyone who has a 4 
year old equine and older or access to one to give 
distance riding a try.  Ridecamp is big and our trails are 
long!  It is my hypothesis that women of a certain age 
fall into our category courageous adventurers who 
preserve more than any other demographic category.   
 

That said, our target should look like it’s been hit by 
birdshot, because we can’t ignore anyone either.  If you 
are a rider not in the bullseye, that’s okay.  We shouldn’t 
all be the same, because that’s just plain boring!  You 
are the spice to our soup!  Please invite people of all 
ages and backgrounds to join us at a ride.

Competitive Score Sheet Makeover 

Please take a look at the enclosed Score Sheet 
proposed makeover/revision.  There were 
several things on the old sheet that has been in 
use for 20 years or more.   

The first thing that you will see at the top of the 
page is a change in pertinent information that is 
useful to the ride and reporting of results.  We no 
longer need rider address and horse breed, etc.  
The horse’s name, rider’s name and the 
corresponding ID numbers are at the top.  

The metabolics that are recorded on the left side 
of the sheet are arranged neatly and body 
condition is included and anal tone is deleted.  
These are not scored.   They are rearranged in 
order that they are looked at by the evaluator.   

The Trot Out section has changed the GRADE 3 
lameness score to ‘No placing miles only’ as was 
voted on and passed by the members in 2015.  
Fatigue/Attitude is still worth a total of 40 points. 

Manners scoring have been put on the left side 
under the trot out note area so that there could 
be more room for multiple scoring as was 
requested by members to the executive 
members of the board.   

The right hand side is used to collect the minus 
scores and create the Total Deductions to create 
the final score.  The sheet will be arranged on 
the scoring page as it is presently not as you see 
this DRAFT example.  The one that you see in 
the news letter is arranged for convenience in 
publishing.   

THERE IS NO CHANGE IN THE VETTING OF 
THE HORSE.  THIS IS JUST A CHANGE IN 
THE SHEET TO RECORD THE SCORING 
RESULTS.  Any change in the vetting will 
require rules change that has to be approved by 
the BOD and ultimately by the voting members.
